Scholarship Criteria:

In order to be considered for the Florida Power & Light STEM Company Scholarship, a Girl Scout must:
0O Be a currently registered member of Girl Scouts of Southeast Florida, in good standing;

O Be a current high school senior who has already been accepted to a college or university, or a currently
enrolled undergraduate student;

0O Have a Grade Point Average of 3.0 or higher (on a 4.0 scale); and
o Exemplify the Girl Scout values of courage, confidence, and character.
0 While not required, preferential consideration will be given to Gold Award Girl Scouts.

In addition to this application, Girl Scouts must submit a statement no longer than 500 words outlining her
specific plans to pursue a STEM career, how Girl Scouts has prepared her for this pursuit, and her perspective on
the importance of women in STEM fields.

Applications for this year’s scholarship are due Wednesday, April 5, 2023 at 11:59 p.m. Late applications cannot
be accepted.
