Must include details about
the Bronze or Silver Award project(s) and describe
the candidate’s Gold Award project, with specific
details about the project’s sustainability and total
service hours dedicated to the National High
Award projects.

Reflection Essay — maximum of 1,000 words
that provides a reflection of the most meaningful
experiences in Girl Scouting; be sure to share
what you have discovered about yourself and the
world. Share your opinion on the importance and
value of earning The Gold Award, including what
you learned, the ways it engaged others, and how
it will be sustained - and why younger Girl Scouts
should set a personal goal to earn The Gold
Award too.
